Methodology and Evaluation
Students will be instructed in (1) performance practice and (2) principles of pedagogy—the teaching of musical elements and concepts that pertain to the instrument.  Students will be given weekly assignments that include scales, technical exercises, and solo literature.  Students are responsible for keeping their assignments in a personal lesson notebook, and to purchase music as necessary in order to be prepared for lessons.  Students will be evaluated on the basis of: (1) preparedness, (2) technical improvement, (3) application of learning strategies used to teach the instrument, (4) accuracy of expression and appropriateness of musical interpretation, and (5) mastery of trumpet literature, both quantity and quality.  .

At the conclusion of the semester, a “jury” examination before a faculty committee is required, unless a student performed a half or full degree recital after the middle of the semester.  The faculty committee will ask to hear a solo performance, scales, and sightreading.  The faculty committee may choose to hear any of the semester’s material and ask questions about the music and its background.  The jury grade will count 25% of the final grade.  Students are expected to dress appropriately, as if for an audition.  Make-up “jury” examinations are only provided for students who have documented evidence of serious unavoidable circumstances beyond their control that prevent them from completing a “jury” as required by the departmental handbook and approved departmental calendar. 

Lesson Attendance
Students are expected to arrive for lessons on time.  If a legitimate scheduling conflict arises, students must contact the instructor in advance in order to reschedule the lesson for a different mutually agreed-upon time.  Unusual and extenuating circumstances will be handled on an individual basis at the discretion of the instructor.  Regular tardiness and unexplained absences will result in a lower final grade, usually one letter grade per absence or per two “tardies.”
Trumpet Class
All trumpet students who are music majors are required to attend Trumpet Class, which meets on Monday at 1 PM.  For TC, students are expected to: (1) arrive on time, (2) bring prepared music, such as etudes, solos, duets, etc., and (3) participate in class activities.  Only two unexcused absences are allowed.  Additional absences or regular tardiness will result in a lower applied trumpet final grade, usually one letter grade per absence or per two “tardies.”

Grading 


Grading will be based on the following criteria: 

1. Progress 

2. Positive Attitude

3. Attendance to lessons, repertoire class, all trumpet recitals
4. Acquisition of proper materials

5. Jury Performance (25% of final grade)

A Four Year Plan for Applied Trumpet


The following is a four year plan for applied study in trumpet.  The methods and expectations listed here are intended as a guide not as an absolute.  Students may be ahead or behind the stated requirements.  The point of this plan is to show a gradual progression which will prepare the student for a professional in music education, performance, or graduate study.  The methods and etudes listed are not to be discounted after the year in which they are mentioned is over.  Methods such as Arban and Clarke are for lifelong use and will constantly be referred to.  Through out a four year plan students should become familiar with the standard repertoire both from personal performances and recordings.  Students are also expected to read recommended texts that will aid the mental side of trumpet performance as well as other books dealing with the history of the trumpet, important performers and other relevant items that relate to the trumpet. 

Freshman Year:

Students should acquire the standard methods that will be used throughout their playing careers.  Also Students will be expected to have a solid understanding of tone production.  Late in the year students, if they do not play one yet, should play the C trumpet as well as the Bb trumpet.  Simple transposition exercises will be introduced from selected studies that are listed below.   In addition major and minor scales are required to be memorized by the end of the first year.  It is hoped that this requirement will be fulfilled much sooner that that.
